• Installers will start this week on the 10-station fitness pad in Legacy Park.  This was 
made possible with a grant from Blue Cross/Blue Shield, Manteno Township, and the 
Village of Manteno.  

• The work on the new walking path connecting the path at Heritage Park to the path 
located off N. Cypress and Park Street, connecting to Legacy Park.

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of streets that need attention to use Motor Fuel Tax funds for those repairs.  This year the Board 
decided to make multiple road patches and replace a deteriorated curb on Eighth Street.  Due to 
higher-than-normal material costs and full schedules for the contractors, the bids came in higher 
than expected.  We will be using some of the Rebuild Illinois funds to supplement the 
unexpected costs of the needed repairs.

- $150,000.00) This Resolution is necessary due to the need to use Rebuild Illinois Funds to 
subsidize the MFT program this year as described above.
